CALL TO ORDER:			Mayor Brouillard called the April 5, 2016 meeting to order at 5:30 PM  

CONSENT AGENDA
Approval of March 15, 2016 Council Meeting Minutes

Motion was made by Councilor Stevens and seconded by Councilor Black to approve the minutes of March 15, 2016 as presented.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.  

REGULAR AGENDA
961 NE Lillian Street Property Line Encroachment Issue
City Administrator Sean Negherbon told the Council this item is still in the research stage and no action will be required at this time.  Staff report was submitted into record by City Planner Ricky Hoffman.  He brought the matter before the City Council as a goodwill gesture.  

Councilor Harris questioned the encroachment of 6 inches however the property owner is requesting 25 feet in his letter.  Planner Hoffman stated Mr. Graham is asking for 25 feet of public right of way in order to install a driveway to the backside of his property.  Councilor Kusler stated he is familiar with the property and further stated the encroachment was disclosed to Mr. Graham at the time of closing when he bought the property therefore he is only willing to allow 12 inches.  Councilor Black stated the minimum 6 inches is what she is willing to approve.  

Planner Hoffman stated in Mr. Graham’s letter he states the house was built in 1952 however the footprint has changed throughout time and the garage was added at a later date with the current building standards in place therefore the encroachment is not grandfathered in as Mr. Graham states.    

Councilor Kusler stated there are a number of properties around Myrtle Creek that have existing encroachment issues therefore if the Council approves the property adjustment for one property then the Council would need to do it for all properties with the same issue.

Mayor Brouillard polled the Council regarding their consideration of the matter and was submitted as follows:  Councilor Schmidt – 12”; Councilor Kusler – 12”; Councilor Stevens – 12” based upon the findings of a certified surveyor; Councilor Harris – 12” or 24” at the most; and Councilor Black – 12” upon the surveyor’s findings.  

Plaza Drive Overlay Project No. PW-16-01 Bid Award
Staff report was submitted into record by City Administrator Sean Negherbon for Public Works Director Quinn Pickering.

Motion to award the Plaza Drive Overlay contract to Black Pearl Asphalt was made by Councilor Kusler.  Second to the motion was made by Councilor Stevens.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.

City Engineer of Record, Dyer Partnership Task Order No. 1 for 0.5 MG Reservoir Rehabilitation
Staff report was submitted into record by City Administrator Sean Negherbon for Public Works Director Quinn Pickering.

City Administrator Negherbon told the Council $233,000.00 will be put in the next fiscal year budget for the rehabilitation of the South Reservoir.   

Councilor Black made a motion to authorize the City Administrator to enter into Task Order No. 1 with Dyer Engineering for engineering services in support of the South Reservoir Rehabilitation Project.  Second to the motion was made by Councilor Harris.  Discussion:  Councilor Stevens verified the Public Works Director is satisfied that Dyer Engineering is qualified to handle the project.  City Administrator Negherbon affirmed this to be true.  Councilor Kusler asked if the city will be going out to bid for other engineering services.  City Administrator Negherbon stated city staff does not need to go out to bid since Dyer Engineering is the City’s engineer of record and they have been working on this project for some time now.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.
 
CITIZENS HEARD ON NON-AGENDA ITEMS
Ted Romas, 271 Indian Lane, Myrtle Creek, Oregon.  Mr. Romas gave an update for the Music in the Park program.  

Daniel Green, 335 N. Main St., Myrtle Creek, Oregon.  Mr. Green came before the Council to check on the status regarding his request for the City’s assistance with Oregon Travel Experience concerning advertising signage on I-5.  Mayor Brouillard said he sent a letter about the matter but has not received an answer as of this date.  Mr. Green stated there are 25,000 cars per day that travel past Myrtle Creek on I-5 and he would like to encourage the Mayor to send another letter by certified mail.  

Mr. Green went on to say that his restaurant business has grown 20% since the relocation to the old Myrtle Creek Hotel.  He is planning on cutting a hole in the wall for direct outdoor access to their parking lot for additional outdoor patio seating.  He would also like to have a band play on the weekends on the outside patio.  City staff will research the noise ordinance and will assist Mr. Green in the process.  

Mr. Green then questioned the practice of police cars sitting on private property across from his business and explained they are interfering with his alcohol sales because people do not want to be pulled over after leaving his restaurant.  City Administrator Negherbon replied the business owners have given the Police permission to monitor traffic from their properties.  Mr. Green also suggested the words, “Visit Myrtle Creek,” be painted on the side of the Myrtle Creek water plant so it is visible from the freeway.  

Bayari, 230 NW First Ave., Myrtle Creek, Oregon.   Ms. Bayari spoke to the Council regarding her catio cattery that was built as a temporary structure to keep her cats in.  She purchased the Gabbert House a year ago and has been working on remodeling the house and cabins.  Her intent is to fix up the house and sale it in a year’s time.  Mayor Brouillard referred Ms. Bayari to the Planning Commission as this matter falls under their jurisdiction.    

DEPARTMENT REPORTS
City Administrator 
City Administrator Sean Negherbon spoke about the upcoming park dedication event for Maggie Steinbaugh Park to be held April 8, 2016 at 3:00 p.m.  The city’s water meter reader, Joyce Boqua, is retiring after nine years with the city.  They will be holding job interviews within the week.  The owner of two lots located on Pete’s Street has approached the city about purchasing the lots for the appraised value.  Mayor Brouillard asked if the city needed the additional property and what would the city do with it once they purchased it.  City Administrator Negherbon stated there is no need for the city to own additional property and the only use that comes to mind is a community garden.  By consensus of the Council the property located on Pete’s Street is not something they would like to purchase.  

Mayor and Councilor – Committee Reports and Councilor Comments
Mayor Brouillard reminded the Council to file their Statement of Ethics Form if they had not done so.  He also reminded the Council of the upcoming Budget Meeting on April 18, 2016 at 5:30 p.m.  Mayor Brouillard then asked the Council if they wanted to pursue the study for the Urban Renewal Program.  Councilor Black said she would like to see what RDI will bring to the table with the roadmap to vitality program they are working on.  The City has already paid $3500.00 to RDI for the program to get off the ground and she would like to see this move forward before the City starts another program.  Councilor Harris listed concerns she add that this would only add to the compression issue for the City.  Councilor Schmidt stated he has someone willing to raze the old hospital if the City were to purchase the property.  Councilor Kusler mentioned this would mean more audits that would need to be paid for and if the city staff would enforce the ordinances already in place then we would not need an urban renewal program.  City Administrator Negherbon stated he will have the police look at the property again to see if they are in violation of city ordinances.  Councilor Harris suggested the City wait until the RDI program is underway before an urban renewal district is formed.  Mayor Brouillard stated he will put the matter in his tickler file for another time.  Councilor Kusler stated all the examples used for the program were considerably larger than Myrtle Creek.  Councilor Black stated now is not the time for the process of forming an urban renewal district.  

Councilor Kusler stated it is a pleasure driving back from Roseburg and seeing the paved parking lot in front of the South Umpqua Bridge into town and how it presents a clean entrance into Myrtle Creek.  
Councilor Stevens thanked city staff for the city properties deferred tax report.  Councilor Kusler asked if there could be something done about removing church properties that are no longer active from the tax deferred program.

Councilor Stevens asked for a status of the band shell repair.  City Administrator Negherbon replied there are funds in the budget to replace the damaged footing.  Councilor Stevens stated he would like to see the city be pro-active in the upkeep of the band shell.  Councilor Stevens also asked about the status of the paid showers at the Millsite RV Park.  City Administrator Negherbon replied the showers are on the list however we only have one person doing the work and other projects have had deadlines attached to them so it will be done in the near future. Councilor Stevens also stated he had attended another city’s council meeting and he was impressed with the professionalism of our city staff.  He also mentioned his frustration regarding advertising the community near the freeway.  

Councilor Harris left the meeting at 6:58 p.m.

Giles Hunt grant has been applied for by the Library Advisory Board.  The Library Director was very pleased that Myrtle Creek is the only Library Advisory Board that has an active City Councilor who serves as a liaison to the board.  The cities of Sutherlin and Yoncalla have opted out of the library service district and their citizens will have to pay $80.00 per year to hold a membership if they want to belong to the library system.
