CALL TO ORDER:		Mayor Brouillard called the August 16, 2016 meeting to order at 5:33 PM  

CONSENT AGENDA
Part I – Approval of June 21, 2016 Council Meeting Minutes

Motion was made by Councilor Black and seconded by Councilor Stevens to approve the minutes of July 19, 2016 as presented in the council packet.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.  

Part II – Approval of Payroll & Claims Report for July, 2016

Motion was made by Councilor Harris and seconded by Councilor Black to accept the payroll and claims report for July, 2016.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.

Part III – Acknowledge Receipt of City Committees/Commission Reports

City Recorder’s note:  Councilor Schmidt arrived at 5:37 p.m.

Motion was made by Councilor Black and seconded by Councilor Harris to acknowledge receipt for Part III of the Consent Agenda as presented in the August 16, 2016 council packet.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.  

PUBLIC PRESENTATIONS
Mayor Ken Brouillard presented a plaque to City Recorder Carolyn Shields for 25 years of dedicated service to the City of Myrtle Creek.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Finance Officer
Finance Officer Eadie Calkins submitted her report into record as written in her absence.  Councilor Kusler stated he was under the impression when the water treatment plant was built, it would cut down on electricity.  City Administrator Negherbon stated it actually uses more electricity due to the automated equipment that new plants have.  The old water treatment plant was very primitive but used less power than the new one.

Police Department
Police Chief Don Brown submitted his report into record.  

Councilor Harris inquired as to why there are so many transients in town lately.  Chief Brown replied it’s in part due to the nicer weather and summer activities held in the community.  They are all people that the police department is familiar with.  Councilor Harris felt they may have come into town for the festival.  Chief Brown stated the Summer Festival atmosphere has changed over the years from rowdy people who wanted to fight to a crowd of people who just want to have fun.  There were a few minor problems this year but the problems were handled efficiently and with the help of officers from the Winston Police Department.  Councilor Harris said she noticed that parking was an issue with the summer festival this year.  Councilor Black stated the committee will be looking at off-site parking with a shuttle service as a possibility for next year’s event.  

Fire Department
[bookmark: _GoBack]Fire Chief Tom Kuntz spoke to the Council about pictures of the new fire truck that were recently sent to all of the City Councilors.  The anticipated delivery date for the new fire truck is early September however it looks like it could be more towards the latter part of September.  It still needs paint and a lot of plumbing yet to be installed before it is finished.  Summer Festival went well.  The high striker competition was very popular with the festival attendees.  The fireworks were really good and many people seemed to be happy with the show.  Douglas County Forest Protective Agency has moved the fire season to “Extreme” fire danger. The fire department had a call today involving a resident doing some grinding and welding and we had to shut them down.  The carpet has been installed at the fire hall and it looks great.  The color is a more durable tint for the many work boots that will be walking on it. There have been two recent recruits added to the fire department.  Fire Chief Kuntz said they will need to keep up with equipment needs such as new air packs which have a designated life span and will need to be replaced.  More information on the air packs will be brought to the next Council meeting.  

Public Works Department
Public Works Director Quinn Pickering submitted his report into record as written.  

REGULAR AGENDA								
Recommendation to appoint Lannie Stevens and Alyssa McConnel to the Park Commission
City Administrator Negherbon attended the Park Commission meeting on August 9, 2016 and can attest a motion was made by the Park Commission to recommend to City Council the appointment of Lannie Stevens and Alyssa McConnel to the Park Commission.
 
Motion was made by Councilor Harris to appoint Lannie Stevens and Alyssa McConnel to the Park Commission.  Second to the motion was made by Councilor Kusler.  Discussion: Henry asked if he needed to abstain since Lannie Stevens is his wife.  City Recorder Shields stated he did not, citing there is no financial gain with the appointment to the Park Commission. Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.

Councilor Kusler emphasized there are two people that can reside outside the city limits yet are able to serve on the Park Commission.

Authorization to purchase City Administrator vehicle
Staff report was submitted into record by City Administrator Sean Negherbon.

Mayor Brouillard asked where the $189.00 in additional funding will come from in order to purchase the vehicle.  City Administrator Negherbon replied the line item can be over spent however the city cannot over spend the department fund so this allows some wiggle room.  Discussion ensued regarding all wheel drive and four wheel drive.  It was noted the vehicle will be all wheel drive.  

Motion was made by Councilor Black to authorize the City Administrator to purchase a Ford Escape from Landmark Ford.  Second to the motion was made by Councilor Schmidt.  Discussion:  Councilor Stevens asked if the city is using one of the authorized dealers through the Oregon State Purchasing Program.  City Administrator Negherbon agreed that this is an authorized dealer. Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.

Mayor Brouillard reminded the Council there is a contract clause in the City Administrator’s contract stating the city will provide a vehicle for his use.

South Tank Rehabilitation Project
Staff report was submitted into record by Public Works Director Quinn Pickering.  Mr. Pickering recommended to Council that this project be put on hold.  Councilor Kusler asked what the life span of the tank is.  Mr. Pickering stated it was built in 1964 or 1965 and has had minimal upkeep over the last fifty years.  Councilor Kusler asked why the city couldn’t contract with a company to repair the roof without having to go through an engineer.  City Administrator Negherbon replied anytime there is work made to the tank that is significant it requires a permit with the Health Department and in turn this triggers the need to make a seismic upgrade to the tank.  Public Works Director Pickering stated he has had a company come look at the tank that is used for outsourcing the operation and maintenance of municipal reservoirs for a fee.  This company declined to contract with the city due to the state of the tank.  City staff would like to put this project on hold in order to do more research.  City Administrator Negherbon suggested the city put aside funding in order to address this project in the future.  

Citizens Heard on Non-Agenda Items
Lannie Stevens, 266 Spring View Drive, Myrtle Creek, Oregon.  Mrs. Stevens told the Council she is working with a committee as part of the economic vitality roadmap for the community.  Their committee has discovered a need for public restroom signage directing people to the public restrooms in town.  The committee would like to formally ask the city to install public restroom signs on the existing Millsite Park street signs.  By consensus this was thought to be a good idea and city staff will look into the purchase and installation of the signs.  

City Administrator Report
City Administrator Negherbon spoke to the council regarding the status of the infiltration gallery rehabilitation project.  He stated R & G Excavating is expected to have the project completed by next week.  The engineers will be on site monitoring the project throughout the reconstruction process.   

Mayor and Councilor – Committee Reports and Councilor Comments
Councilor Kusler asked about a recent loan of $400,000.00 that the City of Winston recently received in order to bring more businesses into their town.  City Administrator Negherbon replied it appears that the Winston Urban Renewal District loaned the city money.  Councilor Kusler asked if the City of Myrtle Creek could start an urban renewal district.  City Administrator Negherbon stated this has been discussed earlier and we would still need to pay around $14,000.00 in order to pay the consultant to do a feasibility study.  If the city were to form a district it does have the ability to borrow against any future earnings of the district.  Councilor Kusler suggested City Administrator Negherbon have a meeting with the City Manager with Winston to learn more about the program.  

Councilor Stevens asked about the status of the discussion regarding OLCC fees.  City Recorder Shields stated she has not forgotten and a staff report will be made for an upcoming council meeting.  Councilor Stevens then asked about the replacement of the part time summer helper.  Public Works Director Pickering replied the city has hired Anthony Walker, a young man who seems to be a hard worker, through Cardinal Services.  He has a good grasp on the job duties required of him.  Councilor Stevens asked if the city will be participating in the Governor’s work force development program.  City Administrator Negherbon replied he is sending a letter outlining work that will need to be done with the trail rehabilitation project to see if it will fit their criteria.  Councilor Stevens then asked Mayor Brouillard if he had received a reply back from the Travel Council.  Mayor Brouillard stated he has not received a reply.  Councilor Stevens asked if the city would be ordering future street signs similar to the design used for Cotterell Drive.  City Administrator Negherbon replied one of the committees for the economic vitality road map has taken this task under their guidance and will be making a presentation once they have finished studying various options for street signs.  

Councilor Black inquired as to the status of paving on Myrtle View Drive where the street had been torn up for the installation of a curtain drain.  Public Works Director Pickering said he will be contacting the residents next Thursday about moving their vehicles off of the street so that paving can start on Friday of next week.  Councilor Black also spoke about community events and the wrap up of Music in the Park which has only two more performances left of their season.  She also spoke about the recent Summer Festival financial report and stated her goal is to donate back to Millsite Park for capital projects similar to what had been previously done before their financial setback with the festival.  

Mayor Brouillard spoke about the recent parks truck donated to the City by Avista.  He also spoke about the recent street sign dedication made on Cotterell Drive at the entrance to the Myrtle Creek Airport.  Discussion was also made regarding whether the City will be putting together a ceremony for the one year anniversary of the Umpqua Community College shooting.  Mayor Brouillard said he had been in contact with Serena Moore’s mother and she would like to attend any ceremonies that may be given.  She lives in Arizona and will need to make travel plans ahead of time.  Mayor Brouillard said he will check with the college to see if they will be having a ceremony.  

Announcement was made for the League of Oregon Cities Small Cities Regional V meeting will be hosted by the City of Myrtle Creek on September 8, 2016 in Millsite Park.  The meeting will start at 11:00 a.m. Councilor Black is coordinating the entertainment and Rolling Thunder will be catering the event for the City.  

Councilor Stevens announced that September 17, 2016 is Constitution Day and he will hold a reading in Millsite Park that will take about 40 minutes.  The time of the reading is yet to be determined.
