CALL TO ORDER:			Mayor Brouillard called the July 7, 2015 meeting to order at 5:30 PM   

CONSENT AGENDA
Approval of minutes of the regular City Council meeting for June 16, 2015

Motion was made by Councilor Black to approve the minutes of June 16, 2015 with one amendment to the minutes on page 6 under Councilor Comments made by Councilor Harris in order to correct the statement made regarding the authorization for the sale of fireworks were declined by the owner of the Valley View Plaza and not the manager of Ray’s Food Place.  Motion was seconded by Councilor Stevens.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.

REGULAR AGENDA
Review Fees and Charges Handbook
A review of the suggested changes made from the June 16, 2015 City Council meeting were noted and Planner Ricky Hoffman submitted his staff report into record regarding suggested changes from the Planning Commission.  

Motion made by Councilor Black to accept the suggested amendments to planning fees as recommended by the Myrtle Creek Planning Commission.  Second to the motion was made by Councilor Kusler.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.

Discussion regarding the swim pool fees as reflected in the fees and charges handbook for pool admission was discussed.  Councilor Black stated at 19 years old people usually have income coming in but perhaps if they are 18 and still in school they may not have a job.  Councilor Schmidt said he would like to see the admission fee stay at $1.00 for all.  Councilor Kusler agreed.  Councilor Stevens suggested making the increase of fees for 21 years old and over.  Councilor Harris listed her concerns on how the pool admission would be monitored.  Would the lifeguards have to ask for identification to verify the age of an individual?  Mayor Brouillard stated it would be much easier to keep the fee the same for all.  The consensus was made to keep the admission fee to $1.00 for all, raise the lap swim fee to $2.00, the private lesson to $8.00 per session and provide for an individual season pass for $75.00.  

Motion to approve the swim pool fees as amended in the handbook of fees and charges except for the admission fee to remain at $1.00 for all was made by Councilor Harris.  Second to the motion was made by Councilor Stevens.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.

Consider Toni McDermott’s Application for Appointment to the Planning Commission
Application to join the Planning Commission as submitted by Toni McDermott and recommended by the Planning Commission was submitted by City Recorder Carolyn Shields.

Motion was made by Councilor Black to approve the appointment of Toni McDermott to the Planning Commission.  Second to the motion was made by Councilor Harris.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.

ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS
Resolution No. 15-10; a Resolution Amending the City of Myrtle Creek Handbook of Fees and Charges 

Motion was made by Councilor Harris to approve Resolution No. 15-10; a Resolution Amending the City of Myrtle Creek Handbook of Fees and Charges as amended with changes discussed in the meeting.  Second to the motion was made by Councilor Black.  Discussion:  Councilor Harris affirmed the handbook would be available on the website.  City staff agreed the handbook would be put on the city website.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.  

CITY ADMINISTRATOR & OTHER DEPARTMENT REPORTS
City Administrator Negherbon spoke to the Council regarding a list of items that were Council inquiries from the June 16, 2015 Council meeting and submitted his staff report into record.  

Discussion was made regarding the backflow water that peculates into the ground at the old holding ponds behind the old Water Treatment Plant.  Discussion also was made regarding the boring under the creek or railroad which both items are very costly to do.  City Administrator Negherbon stated a permit would be required for any water used off site from the compound in the city yard which would be a lengthy and costly process. 

CITIZENS HEARD ON NON-AGENDA ITEMS
Paulette Jones, 108 Silvercrest Ct., Myrtle Creek, Oregon.   Ms. Jones said she is working on restructuring the Chamber in order to put an emphasis into bringing businesses into the area and this would also involve marketing Myrtle Creek as a destination.  Ms. Jones said she would like to see a cohesive effort between the City and the Chamber in making this project happen.  

MAYOR AND COUNCILOR - Committee Reports and Councilor Comments
Councilor Black stated she had received clarification from the Myrtle Creek Librarian, Joy Senada, regarding the funds at the Library.  She said the book fund first started with donations from the library board then they set up some by-laws regarding the purchase of new books and various administrative costs that would be approved by the by-laws.  The bank account is strictly monitored by Board and cannot be used to subsidize another part-time worker at the Library.  Councilor Kusler stated he has a problem with the Library coming up with rules separate from the city operations.  The City has a city administrator and all the city operations fall under his supervision.   

[bookmark: _GoBack]Councilor Stevens asked if Myrtle Creek is going to have sober facility due to recent legislation giving funding to such operations.  City Administrator Negherbon said he will look into this.  Councilor Stevens asked if the Jordan Cove Liquidation plant will have an effect on Myrtle Creek.  City Administrator Negherbon stated it will help a couple schools in the area financially however the pipeline will not touch any city properties and we don’t feel it will do anything to the water springs however it will be monitored closely for any ill effects with the springs located in the Springbrook area.  There may be an influx of protestors and workers that will be coming into Myrtle Creek.  They (Williams Pipeline) have donated $5000.00 towards the purchase of the Applegate Trail property.   

Councilor Kusler stated he would like the City Administrator to direct the Planning Commission to revisit the sign ordinance in order to discourage billboard signs.
