CALL TO ORDER		Mayor Brouillard called the November 17, 2015 meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. 

CONSENT AGENDA
Part I – Approval of November 3, 2015 Council Meeting Minutes

Motion was made by Councilor Harris and seconded by Councilor Stevens to approve the minutes of the November 3, 2015 City Council meeting.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.  

Part II – Approval of Payroll & Claims Report for October, 2015

Motion was made by Councilor Schmidt and seconded by Councilor Black to approve the payroll and claims report for October, 2015.  Discussion:  Councilor Schmidt stated his business did receive a check from the city.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.  

Part III – Acknowledge Receipt of City Committees/Commission Reports

Motion was made by Councilor Black and seconded by Councilor Harris to acknowledge receipt of Part III of the Consent Agenda as presented in the November 17, 2015 Council Packet.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.  

CITY ADMINISTARTOR & OTHER DEPARTMENT REPORTS

Fire Department Report
Fire Chief Tom Kuntz spoke about upcoming holiday events the Fire Department is getting ready for.  The annual Firemen’s Ball will be held on December 5, 2015 at the Myrtle Creek Elks Lodge.  The Lighted Truck Parade will have an entry on December 12, 2015 and they will host the Biker’s Toy Run on December 13, 2015. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Brandon Everett, 119 Debbie Way, Myrtle Creek, Oregon.  Mr. Everett spoke to the Council regarding concerns he had of discussions happening outside the parameter of the fire hall.  He stated there are standard operating procedures in place which require any issues that involve the firemen to stay inside the fire hall and asked the Council to honor the parameters set in place.  Mayor Brouillard apologized if there are issues of which he is unaware of with regard to things being said outside of the Fire Department’s standard operating procedures.  He assured Mr. Everett the Council is in full support of the Fire Department.  Mayor Brouillard further stated the city is in full support and appreciation for the many volunteer hours the firemen give to their community.  

Finance Officer
Finance Officer, Eadie Calkins, submitted her report into record as written.  Councilor Stevens clarified with the Finance Officer regarding the checks and balances put in place as to how checks are written and signed.  

Police Department
Police Chief Don Brown submitted his report into record.  Councilor Stevens asked Chief Brown if he has noticed more roadside dumping since the landfill has started charging for garbage service.  Chief Brown stated he had noticed a few issues around town.  Councilor Stevens then asked Chief Brown about his contract with the city.  Chief Brown explained the change in his employment from being a full time employee to a contracted employee was a decision that benefit him personally and the city.  Under new legislation with PERS it was to his benefit to retire by December 31, 2015.  His retirement would also save the city money in PERS contributions to his account.  In cities with a population under 500, there are no restrictions in the amount of hours a Police Chief can subcontract as a former PERS employee.  

Public Works Department
Public Works Director, Andrew Albee, submitted his report into record.  Mr. Albee also spoke about the status of the old Super Y property demolition.  They have found an active water line that existed underneath the old basement of the Super Y Grocery Store that the public works department was unaware of and they will have to address this issue at a later date.  

Mayor Brouillard acknowledged County Commissioner Chris Boice who was present in the audience.  Commissioner Boice spoke about the South County Industrial Park and the status of the Alpha Leisure building that has now been receipted back into the county inventory.  Commissioner Boice also spoke about Umpqua Community College’s new goal to build an industrial arts center at the Sutherlin industrial site.  

REGULAR AGENDA
Consider appointment of Paulette Roden-Jones to the Park Commission 

Motion was made by Councilor Stevens to approve the appointment of Paulette Roden-Jones to the Park Commission.  Second to the motion was made by Councilor Black.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.  

Amendments to the City Evaluation Form

Motion was made by Councilor Black to accept the amendments to the city administrator evaluation form as presented.  Second to the motion was made by Councilor Schmidt.  Discussion:  The Councilors agreed the form needs further improvement but under the current time constraints, the amendments will be sufficient for this year.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.

ORDINANCES AND RESOLUTIONS
Ordinance No. 802; an Ordinance Repealing Myrtle Creek Municipal Code, Chapter 3.25 Establishing a Tax on the Sale of Marijuana and Marijuana – Infused Products 

Motion was made by Councilor Harris to approve the second reading of Ordinance No. 802; an Ordinance Repealing Myrtle Creek Municipal Code, Chapter 3.25 Establishing a Tax on the Sale of Marijuana and Marijuana – Infused Products.  Second to the motion was made by Councilor Black.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.

MAYOR AND COUNCILOR
Committee Reports and Councilor Comments
Councilor Stevens asked for clarification regarding burn permits and listed his concern regarding Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ), asking for permits from people who wanted to burn products other than wood.  He asked if the DEQ is usurping the authority of the city fire department.  Fire Chief Kuntz stated he was not aware of the permit criteria through DEQ and would have to get back to Councilor Stevens regarding this matter.  Councilor Stevens also brought up concerns he had regarding the added electrical load that growing marijuana has incurred on the power grid. 

Councilor Harris spoke about the upcoming Wine Walk to be held this Friday.  Commemorative wine glasses will be sold for $10.00 a glass and there will be a horse drawn carriage as an added attraction to the event.  

Councilor Black stated before you go to the wine walk event, the United Methodist Church will be having their luncheon and Christmas bazaar event this Friday from 11:30 a.m. to 2:00 p.m.  

Mayor Brouillard read a letter into record from Seniors Escorting Seniors.  He also spoke about the upcoming community Thanksgiving event to be held at the Community Center free of charge to the public.  Mayor Brouillard also announced the community Christmas tree cutting event to be held on November 27, 2015.  They will be meeting at the Myrtle Creek Fire Hall at 10:00 a.m. Also brought up was the Small Business Saturday event to be held on November 28, 2015 with a free breakfast to be held at the Community Center for the shoppers.  

CITY ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT
City Administrator Negherbon asked the City Council for clarification on the criteria for garbage can receptacles and what the Council would like to envision as amended regulation in the city ordinance.  By Council consensus, it was decided to require trash receptacles to be stored out of the public right of way.
