CALL TO ORDER:			Mayor Brouillard called the October 6, 2015 meeting to order at 5:30 PM   


REMEMBRANCE OF MYRTLE CREEK RESIDENTS
Mayor Brouillard and the Council gave a tribute to each Myrtle Creek resident that was killed in the Umpqua Community College shooting on October 1, 2015.  The individuals recognized were Rebecka Carnes and Selena Moore.  Our hearts are with the families during this very difficult time.

MAYOR’S COMMENTS REGARDING GUN FREE ZONES
Mayor Brouillard submitted into record his comments regarding gun free zones.

PUBLIC PRESENTATIONS
Proclamation to Shop 97457
Mayor Brouillard read the Proclamation to Shop 97457 out loud and into record, (despite the fire siren going off).

CONSENT AGENDA
Approval of minutes of the regular City Council meeting for September 15, 2015

Motion was made by Councilor Stevens to approve the minutes of September 15, 2015.  Motion was seconded by Councilor Harris.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.

Discussion regarding the pool revenue/expense report was discussed.  Councilor Kusler asked if there were any further cost cutting measures that could be done.  City Administrator Negherbon stated the cost cutting measures have been considerable and he didn’t feel further cuts could be made.  Chemicals being purchased have been closely monitored and regulatory checks have been made regarding the purchase of chlorine.  

REGULAR AGENDA
Authorization to Purchase New Wastewater Vehicle
Staff report was submitted into record by Wastewater Treatment Plant Superintendent Steve Ledbetter through City Administrator Sean Negherbon.

Councilor Schmidt asked about the turn around time in between ordering the vehicle and accepting delivery.  Councilor Harris asked about the rotation of vehicles.  City Administrator Negherbon stated he wasn’t sure about the delivery date and the worst vehicle in the fleet would be rotated out such as the blue watering truck used to water the flowers with.  Councilor Stevens asked if the van came with a new vehicle warranty.  City Administrator Negherbon assured him that it would.

Motion was made by Councilor Harris to approve the purchase of a utility vehicle from Gresham Ford.  Second to the motion was made by Councilor Black.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.

Regulations for Portable Garbage Receptacles
Staff report was submitted into record by City Administrator Sean Negherbon.

Motion was made by Councilor Kusler to direct staff to amend Myrtle Creek Municipal Code 8.05 to define the hours that garbage cans can be left out in sight.  Second to the motion was made by Councilor Black.  Discussion:  Question was asked regarding the need to address people putting garbage in a receptacle that does not belong to them.  Police Chief Brown stated this would be theft of services and the homeowner would file the report if this were to happen to them.  Councilor Stevens asked about the enforceability aspect of the ordinance.  Police Chief Brown stated he thought people would understand as this is becoming an issue now that more people have signed up for curb side service with the disposal company.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.

CITIZENS HEARD ON NON-AGENDA ITEMS
Boyd Dahl, 171 Wecks Rd., Myrtle Creek, Oregon.  Mr. Dahl spoke to the Council regarding the rental fees for the Basic Church went from $10.00 a meeting to $25.00 a meeting for the Community Center.  He stated this has caused a hardship for their monthly rent to the city.  They have been good stewards of the building by painting the outside, remodeling the restrooms with new counter tops and wood molding.  They do believe in investing back into the community and is requesting there be an exception made for in lieu of improvements to the building for services-in-kind to help drop the payment back to $10.00 a meeting.

Councilor Kusler expressed his concerns regarding if we do for one then we have to do for the others.  City Recorder Shields answered the Myrtle Creek Lions Club has had a similar agreement in the past and still rents the Community Center for their meetings with the in-kind services in lieu of rent.

Councilor Kusler made a motion to give the Basic Church credit towards rent for improvements to the Community Center to be determined by the City Administrator.  Second to the motion was made by Councilor Black.  Discussion:  Councilor Stevens asked if the same would be extended to the Lions Club.  City Administrator Negherbon stated he would work with both entities.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.

Paulette Jones, 108 Silvercrest Ct., Myrtle Creek, Oregon.  Ms. Paulette thanked the City Council for the get well card and the Proclamation to Shop 97457.  She stated the banners will be posted at the both I-5 Exits 103 and 108.  She also has sent in paperwork to American Express for small business Saturday freebies.  The small business Saturday event will be held on November 8, 2015.  She hopes to get 50 businesses to participate in the event.  

MAYOR AND COUNCILOR - Committee Reports and Councilor Comments
Councilor Harris stated the Umpqua Community College “UCC Relief Fund” is being handled in partnership with Umpqua Bank and Douglas County United Way.  Questions have been asked if there are any administrative fees deducted from the proceeds by United Way.  Councilor Harris answered there are no administrative costs being deducted from the contributions made to the fund.  100% of the funds are being distributed to the families affected by the UCC shooting.  Mayor Brouillard stated the pastor of the Seventh Day Adventist Church in Grants Pass was taking care of the funeral expenses for Selena Moore.  Ms. Moore was accepted into UCC and recently relocated here from Grants Pass.  She was staying in the Division Street apartments and had three boys.  Discussion ensued as to the various “Go Fund Me Accounts” for each of the victims.  Tony McDermott briefly stated the status of Chris Muntz and encouraged donors to contribute to a dedicated centralized distribution fund such as the UCC Relief Fund rather than the, “Go Fund Me Accounts”. 

Councilor Schmidt thanked the Mayor for his words regarding gun free zones.

Councilor Kusler wanted to clarify for the record to the news media the Mayor’s comments regarding gun free zones are his personal opinion and are not that of the Myrtle Creek City Council.  Another question Councilor Kusler wanted clarification on was that of the sidewalk repair on Second Avenue.  He wanted to make sure the repairs were not made by the city.  City Administrator Negherbon and Councilor Harris affirmed the repairs were paid by Umpqua Bank using their maintenance contractor.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Councilor Stevens stated it is good to see the Fire Chief in attendance and further asked if the Dog Park is in full operation.  City Administrator Negherbon answered the park is now complete and people are using it.  Councilor Stevens asked about the parking lot at the entryway of the Myrtle Creek Bridge wide spot regarding the dumping of garbage, etc.  Chief Brown stating there are no issues that they have had to deal with in regards to the park and ride area by the South Umpqua Bridge.  Councilor Stevens asked if there have been any issues with camping.  City Administrator Negherbon replied ODOT added more lights to the parking lot when they paved it and there really haven’t been any issues with people camping on the wide spot.  

Councilor Kusler asked why the department reports section of the council agenda was not moved to the beginning of the meeting.  City Recorder Shields replied the UCC discussion was a topic the city department heads felt they should attend in support for the college and its students and staff.  City Administrator Negherbon stated the agenda for the next meeting will reflect the change in order for department reports and further stated there were no department head reports included in tonight’s meeting packet.  

Councilor Stevens stated this fiscal year was to include the purchase of a storage shed for the RV Camp Host and asked if the purchase had been made yet.  City Administrator Negherbon replied the funds have been identified in the budget to make the purchase however there has been an emergency cost to the RV Park due to the need to fall some trees that had become a safety liability.  It looks like the cost will be $2200.00 for the invoice to remove the trees and once that is paid then the issue of purchasing a storage shed for the RV Camp Host will be addressed. 

Mayor Brouillard stated the Red Cross has been in contact with him and are offering a community wide presentation that would last 60 to 90 minutes.  The presenters would be licensed, certified, mental health Councilors.  There are three parts to the program; 1.) Coping tips for you and your family; 2.)  How to support your neighbors and friends; and 3.)  Local stress management resources that are currently available and what is available in the long term.  The Red Cross is willing to come into the community and make this presentation if the Council would like them to at no charge.  Mayor Brouillard also stated the Red Cross may contact Dan Jocoy and present this program through his church.  Mayor Brouillard stated this presentation may be a program that does not need to be duplicated in both Myrtle Creek and Tri City since both locations are central to one another.  By consensus, the Council chose not to support the program.  Mayor Brouillard stated he will thank the Red Cross for their offer but will respectfully decline.  

Mayor Brouillard reminded the Council there will be a 6:00 PM candle light service held at Millsite Park as a memorial and a way to say good bye to the two ladies from Myrtle Creek.  The service will be held on Sunday, October 11, 2015.  Candles will be provided.
   
City Administrator Negherbon reminded the Council of the upcoming work sessions to be held on October 31, 2015 and November 10, 2015.  Mayor Brouillard told the Council he wanted them to be aware that he will pursue the gun free zone issue and he may come back to the City Council for their support and up to date information on the matter.  

Police Chief Brown stated he had an observation for the Mayor’s Gun Free Zone agenda and that was, “We protect our banks with guns, we protect our celebrities with guns, we protect our sporting events with guns, we protect our citizens with guns and the President of the United States with guns.  We protect our children with signs that say, Gun Free Zone.”

ADJOURNMENT
Mayor Brouillard adjourned the regular meeting of the City Council for October 6, 2015 at 6:47 PM.
