CALL TO ORDER:			Mayor Brouillard called the September 6, 2016 meeting to order at 5:31 PM 

PUBLIC PRESENTATIONS
City Administrator Negherbon introduced Joshua Norton as the new City Recorder.

PROCLAMATION
Recognizing September 17, 2016 as Constitution Day.  

Mayor Brouillard read the proclamation into record.  Councilor Stevens said there will be a reading of the United States Constitution in its entirety at 2:00 p.m. in Millsite Park on September 17, 2016.

CONSENT AGENDA
Approval of August 16, 2016 Council Meeting Minutes

Motion was made by Councilor Stevens and seconded by Councilor Black to approve the minutes of August 16, 2016 as presented.  Discussion: Revision of the minutes will reflect a change under the Fire Chief’s report stating the fire truck will be delivered in September and not December as previously reported.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.

REGULAR AGENDA
Resolution No. RES-16-15; a resolution granting authority to add/delete authorized signatures of the Oregon Treasury Local Government Pool account and Umpqua Bank accounts. 
City Administrator Negherbon reported there are two signers on the city accounts and the resolution is a housekeeping item the city needs to follow through with.  Mayor Brouillard then read into record the title of Resolution No. No. RES-16-15. 

Motion was made by Councilor Black to approve Resolution No. RES-16-15; a resolution granting authority to add/delete authorized signatures for the Oregon Treasury Local Government Pool Account and Umpqua Bank Accounts.  Second to the motion was made by Councilor Stevens.  Vote:  Motion approved unanimously.

DEPARTMENT REPORTS
City Administrator 
City Administrator Sean Negherbon spoke to the Council about the upcoming Region V Small Cities meeting the city will be hosting on Thursday in Millsite Park.  City Hall week will be held September 12 – 16, 2016 and the City of Roseburg will host a one day event on September 14, 2016.  Ultralight rides will be given at the airport this weekend along with the breakfast fly-in that is being hosted by the Airport Support Group.  The intake gallery rehabilitation project is now complete.  The city is still holding funds in retainage that will be released upon final approval of the project.   

CITIZENS HEARD ON NON-AGENDA ITEMS
Joe Glaspie, 1316 Bildger Creek Rd., Myrtle Creek, Oregon.  Mr. Glaspie came to the meeting to acknowledge City Recorder Carolyn Shields and the wonderful representation she has been to the citizens of Myrtle Creek.  He spoke about being new to the community and how much Ms. Shields made him and his wife feel that moving into Myrtle Creek was the right thing to do. 

Mayor and Councilor – Committee Reports and Councilor Comments
Councilor Stevens confirmed with City Administrator Negherbon regarding funds set aside for the south tank rehabilitation.  City Administrator Negherbon agreed this project will be identified however there is a more important need for the East Reservoir to have the pumping problem fixed.  Councilor Stevens then asked about the urban renewal district.  City Administrator Negherbon replied the City Administrator for Winston will be attending the meeting on Thursday and he can question him then with regards to their urban renewal district program.  Councilor Stevens inquired as to the status of the OLCC fees.  City Recorder Shields stated the research of this task will be an excellent learning tool for the new city recorder.  Councilor Stevens asked if the student representative program for the city council has expired.  City Administrator Negherbon stated once the new school superintendent is acclimated he will speak to him about the program to see if there are any students interested in participating.

Councilor Harris showed a flyer that was made for the Cycle Oregon event that is beginning this Friday, September 9, 2016.  There will be 2100 people attending the event which will begin at South Umpqua High School.  Councilor Harris also spoke about the need for volunteers to help with the UCC Strong Run that will be hosted by Umpqua Bank in memorial of the one year anniversary of the shooting at Umpqua Community College.  Robert McKim is also hosting disc golf tournament.

Councilor Black stated the city did fill the holes where the rocks were on Myrtle View Drive with patches that are very bumpy.  She stated she understands the city will need to save up the funds in order to pave the street.  Councilor Black also verified she has the entertainment lined up for Thursday’s Small Cities meeting.  The Dinner on the Bridge event was a success with 96 people in attendance.  All profits are split between four service organizations to help with their costs for hosting community events.  Councilor Black also announced that Scott VanAtta is starting up the community band again and will play at various city functions upon request.

City Recorder Shields stated Bill Burnett will be running for council position #5, Allan Kusler will run for council position #1 and Susan Harris will run for council position #3.  All three individuals met the elections criteria for the November 8, 2016 General Election.  Mayor Brouillard stated he will be attending the opening ceremonies for Cycle Oregon at the Tri City Elementary where he will deliver a welcome speech to the participants.  He also stated that he did not attend the Oregon Mayor’s Conference and also noted the League of Oregon Cities Conference was coming up.  He will not be able to attend the conference for LOC due to health issues with his wife.  Mayor Brouillard then read a poem written by the Mayor from the City of Irrigon.

Councilor Stevens stated he would like to have the Council Goals printed and put on the wall in the council chamber.
