CALL TO ORDER:		Mayor Brouillard called the September 20, 2016 meeting to order at 5:30 PM  

PUBLIC PRESENTATIONS

Mayor Ken Brouillard thanked those who attended the reading of the United States Constitution as well as Councilor Henry Stevens and The Grange for their hard work on putting the event together. The Mayor then read the council a quote from George Washington and Thomas Jefferson.  

Tim Porter , South Umpqua School District Superintendent 
The Mayor introduced South Umpqua School District’s new Superintendent Tim Porter (959 NE Johnson St. Myrtle Creek) who gave a presentation on the Capital Bond Measure #10-150 that will be on the ballet in November.   Superintendent Porter gave an overview of his upbringing in Eastern Oregon and passed out packets to council depicting a breakdown of costs being proposed, key reasons for the proposed bond(Student Safety, Educational Opportunities, and Operational Efficiencies), and a comparison of the cost difference between doing the project all at once or phasing it in overtime. 


CONSENT AGENDA
Part I – Approval of September 6, 2016 Council Meeting Minutes

Motion was made by Councilor Harris and seconded by Councilor Black to approve the minutes of September 6, 2016 as presented in the council packet.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.  



Part II – Approval of Payroll & Claims Report for August, 2016
Motion was made by Councilor Black and seconded by Councilor Stevens to accept the payroll and claims report for August, 2016.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.  Discussion - Councilor Schmidt referred to   a bill for Les Schwab warehouse and inquired on the purchase and the reason a business in Myrtle Creek was not used. Public Works Director Quinn Pickering stated that it would have been for tire work. Councilor Schmidt also pointed out a bill for South Douglas Supply, to which Mr. Pickering stated that it was the cheapest option. 


Part III – Acknowledge Receipt of City Committees/Commission Reports

Motion was made by Councilor Harris and seconded by Councilor Black to acknowledge receipt of Part III of the Consent Agenda as presented in the September 20, 2016 council packet.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.  


DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Finance Officer
Finance Officer Eadie Calkins submitted her report into record as written and made council aware that the auditor would be here next Tuesday and is typically here for two and a half to three days. 
Councilor Kusler asked how much the audit will cost the city. Finance Officer Calkins replied that it would be around $14,000.00. Councilor Black asked if the number of participants in the online water payment system had increased. Ms. Calkins replied that it is continuing to increase as is the recurring payment system scheduled for the tenth of each month. She added that customers seem to find it very convenient.

Police Department
Police Chief Don Brown submitted his report into record. Chief Brown announced that the Challenge of the Hero’s fundraiser, for abused children in Douglas County, would be held Thursday 9/22/2016 at Brock’s Rack. Chief Brown spoke about the Oregon Blitz program the department is participating in this year from August 24th – September 25th. Mayor Brouillard asked about the status of Officer Baker. Chief Brown stated that he had resigned. The department has hired Brandon Black out of the reserves and he will be attending the academy. Chief Brown told the Council that the department never has any issues with the up-coming Downtown Street Halloween Fair. Councilor Stevens asked if DUII included drugs and how suspects could be tested for things other than alcohol. Chief Brown explained that urine tests are used to determine THC and other drug levels. Council Stevens gave his appreciation to the Chief. 

Fire Department
 Fire Chief Tom Kuntz was absent. 
Public Works Director and Fire Lieutenant Quinn Pickering informed council that two firemen will be traveling to view the new firetruck on Monday. It will soon be sent to Washington before arriving in Myrtle Creek in mid-October. Councilor Kusler asked if the firetruck was being made in Texas, City Administrator Negherbon replied that it was being made in Pennsylvania. Mr. Pickering explained that the city is excluded from liability until they are in possession of the vehicle. So the fire department will not take ownership of it until it arrives on site. Mayor Brouillard commented on how interesting it was that the city will not pay for the firetruck until it is completed and delivered. 

Public Works Department
Public Works Director Quinn Pickering submitted his report into record as written.  Councilor Black asked whether paving on Myrtle View had finished or not. Mr. Pickering replied that there will be more work done to the street. Mr. Pickering said that the Infiltration Gallery is currently operating more efficiently at 900 gallons per minute, although it is not at the promised 1,400 gallons per minute. He then went on to explain that the city will continue to document the issues, as a lawsuit is currently to be determined. Councilor Kulser stated that he would prefer to hire the attorney from Portland if the need arose. Councilor Stevens asked how the garbage pickup was going near the I-5 exit. Mr. Pickering said that there was an overabundance at first but it has since become manageable. The Mayor asked how much longer the flower baskets would be up. Mr. Pickering responded that funds will last until the end of the month and then they will be taken down and sold in front of the Community Center for $10.00 each. 

REGULAR AGENDA								

OLCC Fee’s
Staff Report submitted by City Recorder Joshua Norton
 City Administrator Sean Negherbon explained that OLCC had yet to answer our inquiry on a maximum fee. The City Administrator then pointed out a list of the costs businesses are currently paying OLCC. 

Downtown Halloween Street Fair 
Motion was made by Councilor Black to accept the proposal to temporarily close part of downtown for the Halloween Street Fair.  Second to the motion was made by Councilor Schmidt. Vote:  Motion passed unanimously    Discussion- Councilor Stevens asked how much this event will cost the city in labor. Public Works Director Pickering replied that the only staff involvement is to put up street barricades, which is done during normal hours. 

Citizens Heard on Non-Agenda Items
Paulette Jones, 405 Woodcrest Dr. Myrtle Creek Oregon 
Ms. Jones noted that the Shop 97457 Proclamation would be on the agenda for the October 4th council meeting. She then added that Cash Mob would be brought back on a sixth months on and six off rotation and the date will be announced at the next Chamber meeting. Ms. Jones stated that the Rural Development Initiative was still active and has their next meeting planned for September 27th. The initiative has many great ideas and will be breaking up into small groups to go over such ideas. 
Councilor Kusler asked about the feedback from Cycle Oregon. Ms. Jones replied that it was mixed; restaurants didn’t do as well as they had expected. Tommy’s did well because of ice cream, and El Azteca did well because of the shuttle they provided. Ms. Jones went on to give information on the event; 2,200 cyclists total, the oldest was 81 while the youngest was 6 years old, and the cost was $900.00 for the ride while a tent for the week cost the cyclist $400.00. Councilor Stevens asked if the chamber was satisfied with the event to which Ms. Jones replied that there wasn’t a consensus. Councilor Kusler stated that the city received exposure at least. 

City Administrator Report
City Administrator Negherbon briefly mentioned the Urban renewal packet from the city of Winston attached to the council packets. Administrator Negherbon reminded council that the our cities progress has come to the point of hiring a consultant of which the cost was down to $14,000.00. Mr. Negherbon said we have received information on two grants for the nature trail at Millsite Park. Because the information just came in, the matter will be discussed at the next council meeting.  There have been multiple complaints regarding the police; Administrator Negherbon added that if council would like to discuss those he would be available in private. 

Mayor and Councilor – Committee Reports and Councilor Comments
Mayor Brouillard asked Superintendent Porter if the Student Representative program was something he had been informed of yet. Mr. Porter replied that he was interested in having students participate as there would be representatives for the school board as well. Mayor Brouillard added that the council would like two students, a junior and a senior, and they need not live within city limits.  

Councilor Harris inquired on whether the house past Ray’s Food Place was within city limits or not because it has an extremely large junk pile. Administrator Negherbon replied that it was outside of city limits. Councilor Harris shared with the council her experience in riding in the Melon Festival parade in Winston. The attendance was very low. In regards to their festival; our Summer Festival continues to triumph. 
Councilor Schmidt said Myrtle Creek Auto Supply is taking on another business. They will be offering U haul services. 
Councilor Kusler spoke briefly about the Canyonville City Council meeting that was reported on in the News Review due to their discussion of Occult Arts.  

The Mayor reported that the airport fly in went great. Many people had breakfast, took flights in ultralights, and there were lots of cars in the show. Bruce, the airport caretaker had everything looking very nice. He did a very good job. In regard to the airport, the Mayor mentioned the cement arrow on top of Boomer Hill that serves as a beacon. Administrator Negherbon noted that the airport group would like to clean and paint the arrow.


Mayor Brouillard asked when council will transition to electronic packets. Administrator Negherbon responded that staff was currently looking into them. He also stated that the newly purchased city car should arrive soon. City Administrator Negherbon and City Recorder Norton will be attending the OAMR conference in Ashland next week.  

Councilor Stevens announced that he had a copy of the Oregon Values and Beliefs book for anyone who is interested in viewing it. Also, that this coming Saturday is the last community market at the Grange.
