CALL TO ORDER:			Mayor Brouillard called the August 18, 2015 meeting to order at 5:30 PM. 
					
PUBLIC PRESENTATIONS
Mayor Ken Brouillard paid his respects for the passing of former City Councilor Allan Kusler Jr.

CONSENT AGENDA – Part I
Motion was made by Councilor Stevens and seconded by Councilor Schmidt to approve the Council meeting minutes of July 21, 2015.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.  

CONSENT AGENDA – Part II
Motion was made by Councilor Black and seconded by Councilor Harris to approve the Payroll and Claims Report for July, 2015.  Discussion:  Councilor Schmidt stated his business did receive a check for merchandise bought by the city.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.

CONSENT AGENDA – Part III
Motion was made by Councilor Schmidt and seconded by Councilor Harris to approve Consent Agenda, comprising of the Court Report for July, 2015  –  Part III of the August 18, 2015 Council Packet.  Discussion:  Councilor Stevens wanted clarification on how the state takes a percentage of the fines and questioned how the city budgets for this department.  Chief Brown replied the city takes its portion out first if it is a city case however if the fine is put through Circuit Court or the Justice of the Peace, then those courts deduct their portion from the fine first.  City Administrator Negherbon stated the city budget does reflect an estimate of what is assumed to be brought in for the fine amount.  Police Chief Brown replied the city budgeted amount is a pretty good average of what is brought in every year.  There has been some increase lately in revenue due to the various programs that have been implemented by the Court Department with the license suspension program and the garnishing of Oregon State tax refund.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.

REGULAR AGENDA
Water Conservation and Management Plan
Staff report was submitted into record by Public Works Director Andrew Albee.  Mr. Albee stated the City was notified in 2011 regarding the need to have this report done and the current due date is December 31, 2015.  Our current plan was done in 1998.  It is staff’s recommendation to go with Civil West because they are willing to do a Water Master Plan that coincides with the Water Conservation Plan.  Just the master plan itself can cost upwards of $15,000.00 and combining the two reports together is a plus for the city.  

Councilor Kusler asked if this could be done in-house.  Public Works Director Albee stated there are not enough employees and technical expertise that need to be dedicated to a project of this magnitude in order to be finished by December 31, 2015.  City Administrator Negherbon stated this project has been budgeted for and he agreed with the Public Works Director that the lack of staffing would make this project prohibitive.

Reed Kelley, Civil West Engineering, spoke to the Council regarding the water master plan and the water conservation plan and stated the plans are usually good for 20 years.  The water master plan needs to be submitted by 2017.  Public Works Director Albee stated the plan gives the city direction on where/how to expand and the hydraulics involved in various parts of town that tie into the water plant, water reservoirs and the underground pipes to homes and businesses.  Councilor Kusler asked what happens to cities that don’t have the money to pay for these plans?  Mr. Kelley replied there are grants out there that can be considered and applied for.  Mayor Brouillard gave an example of how the audit is done for the city and asked what is the consequence if the plan is not submitted to the State.  Mr. Kelly stated he did not know what the penalties were if the plan was not submitted.  Mr. Reed stated there are some cities out there with a need that may be considered for a grant, but most likely a loan will be the end result.  City Administrator Negherbon told the Council the plan is required in order to keep the city water rights and this is important to secure.  Councilor Kusler stated he understood the amount was budgeted for however, he would like to see the extra money used to pay off the loans first.  Councilor Harris questioned why the span is so great between the lowest bid and the highest bid.  Public Works Director Albee stated Civil West Engineering is allowing for the creation of two plans versus the Dyer Partnership which is on the high side for one plan and Oregon Association of Water Utilities is on the low side however it is also for one plan.  Mayor Brouillard stated it sounds like it is cheaper to do both now rather than one report here than the other report later.  Mr. Kelley was asked if he had experience in writing the plans.  He stated he has over 30 years of experience however, he has only been with Civil West Engineering for a year and he has written many water master plans for other companies he has worked with.

Question was asked about the city water rights and City Administrator Negherbon replied it is his recollection the Dement Water Right is the only water right that is perfected.  Upon clarification, perfected means there has been an established need to have the water right.  Mr. Negherbon stated the plans are important in perfecting the city’s current water rights.  Councilor Black stated if this is a requirement then it would be in the city’s best interest to go ahead with the project because the longer it is put off, the higher the cost to do the plans will grow.

Councilor Black made a motion to hire Civil West Engineering to complete the water conservation and management plan along with the water master plan for the city.  Second to the motion was made by Councilor Harris.  Discussion:  Councilor Kusler clarified with the City Administrator that there is a need for this plan and that staff recommends this course of action.  He also asked if the money wasn’t spent for this project then what would we have spent it on?  City Administrator Negherbon said the money would go towards other system improvements as is budgeted for.  Mayor Brouillard stated there is a difference between a luxury or necessity.  Councilor Harris stated with the current drought conditions and the possibility of further droughts, having this plan done may be a good value for the city.  Councilor Stevens asked if there is a plan to replace the asbestos pipes as well as the size to replace it with and global positioning of the mapping system will also be an added service.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.

WORKSESSION DATE
By Council consensus, it was decided to hold the goal setting work session on October 31, 2015 at 9 a.m. to noon.  Mayor Brouillard also suggested re-vamping the city administrator evaluation form.  However after some discussion, it was decided to put this item on the September city council meeting agenda.

Staff report was submitted into record by City Administrator Sean Negherbon.  National Park Service two years out on the sign placement.  Pledge of concrete picnic table.  Routine spray of the poisen oak that is prevelant in the property and the placement of a garbage can.

Todd Theiss, Village Realty, actually be buying the parcel in the city’s name the reason is unorthodox in how it is coming together, owner contacted Village Realty would be interested in acquiring the parcel.  The city did not have the money to purchase but is using the city as a tool to coordinate the effort of purchaseing property for the historical significance with the name of the city behind the purchase.  Benefits the city to bring in tourists with the signs that will be posted on I-5.  Allan, have the property owners considered donating the property.  Todd, yes and they are not considering donating it, a residential value is very low due to the topography, historical value, anyone’s guess.  3 sibliings in the mix and some are not in agreement with the value.  If the National Parks was not interested then this wouldn’t be as attractive.  Allan if I pulled off the freeway and pulled in the parking lot I might be disappointed.  Todd like to have at some point see a few pine trees planted on the property for shade and look nice in Myrtle Creek. Have some ponderosa and picnic table, eating $120.00 a year in taxes, pretty minimal upkeep of the property.  Gail, have the brothers agreed on the price?  Todd, initially working with Carolyn Ferch, initially looking at a sale prices around $40,000.00 the other brother not happy, it wouldn’t surprise to see a counter to the offer.  

Henry, insurance?  Sean covered under our park policy.  Clairfied this is donations not purchased using city funds.  Todd affirmed, other than the use of the garbage can that would be the city’s responsibility.  Todd would not be surprised to see some volunteer effort in mowing and litter pick up.  This may not even go through since it is unorthodox.  Sean, they would need to know that the city is willing to accept the property donation.  

Motion to accept the proposal by Henry, second by Schmidt. Discussion:  Black hope the donation will go through.  Vote: Motion passed unanimously. 

RESOLUTIONS – Public Hearing
Resolution No. RES-15-12; A Resolution Authorizing a Rate Increase in Residential and Commercial Solid Waste Collection for South Umpqua Disposal Company 

Time is 6:22 p.m.  Sean gave a report into record.
Mayor Brouillard opened the public hearing for Resolution No. RES-15-12; A Resolution Authorizing a Rate Increase in Residential and Commercial Solid Waste Collection for South Umpqua Disposal Company at 6:22 P.M.  He then established for the record those persons interested in party status as follows:

Applicant, South Umpqua Disposal Company

Allan confused about the process.  County gave only 10 days for the rate change however, city has an ordinance and franchise step to follow in order to raise fees.  John Whitmore, 8 new hires, Tiller is only open 1 day a week. the driver will sit there all day then take the box back with him when he leaves.  Allan, will this raise last you for a while?  John, at one time we went 11 years without raising the fees.  Every commercial customer is pinching back as much as they can.  a 6 yard container, 5 days a week, 400/mo. to $1400.00/mo. to cover the tipping fee.  won’t know how much the commercial tightening will hurt, residentially will help however don’t have historical data to draw from.  Tried to make the 95 gal can as cheap as we could. (listen to tape)  




Hearing no further testimony for or against the matter, Mayor Brouillard then closed the public hearing for Resolution No. RES-15-12 at 6:31PM.

Motion was made by Councilor Harris to accept Resolution No. RES-15-12; A Resolution Authorizing a Rate Increase in Residential and Commercial Solid Waste Collection for South Umpqua Disposal Company.  Second to the motion was made by Councilor Black.  Councilor Henry we don’t have any choice in the matter.  Allan we are giving the company a franchise however the county put the company in a position that we are at today with rates.  The City has the right to turn this down but don’t think it is wise, the county should have done this a long time ago.  Mike, tried to get the county to do this a long time ago.  the landfill will reach capacity in 10 years then will monitor it for 30 years afterwards.  Then haul the garbage to Dry Creek in Medford and they are trying to pay for the 10 year land fill closure.  DEQ was …….these commissioners stepped up and made a hard decision.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.

CITIZENS HEARD ON NON-AGENDA ITEMS
Letter submitted into record requesting a trash can be put on the Oak Street?????one vendor that has a lot of issues by MJ’s Hair like to sit on the bench in front of her shop.  Everyday she is taking pictures if the city could put out a garbage can due to the litter problem.  the customers buy things at AG Market then sit on the bench and leave their garbage, or leave in the flower boxes.  cigarette butts caught one  of the flower boxes on fire.  behove the city to put a trash can out and a cigaraette disposal.

Allan why did this come to the council rather than just take care of it.  Sony didn’t mean to put him on the spot and assumed the council approves the expenditures.  

Black this garbage can also allow for the disposal of cigarette butts.  Like to avoid the issue for everyone.  Another flower pot caught on fire in front of North Main Mini Mart due to the disposal of a cigarette butt.  $205.00 for the purchase of a garbage can.  Stevens wouldn’t it be cheaper to remove the bench? 

Allan like to see the garbage can bolted down.  Mayor stated this issue will be taken care of.

Henry, the library approved of the book exchange, did this work as you wanted it to?  Sony, she didn’t request any feedback on the location therefore, she is not in agreement of the location and it is not very visable.  The other one was supposed to go at Evergreen Park.  Todd, actually gets used a lot.  Like to see one at the pool.  Stevens, council approved it just about the time he started on the council.  Sony, some people spent a lot of time putting up the site…..

Finance Officer, Eadie Calkins, submitted her report into record as written in her absence.  

Police Department
Police Chief Don Brown submitted his report into record as written.  with the correct spelling of pray.  our officer has sat down with the DA’s office to follow their criteria in the investigation of the case and has met with a lot of success.

Public Works Department
Public Works Director, Andrew Albee, submitted his report into record as written.  Noticed Pleasant St. is repaired and is now painting streets.  WTP, narrowed the screen scour system problem and is working with the engineers on the issue.  

Gail never realized how often I used Pleasant Street until I couldn’t use it.  Cost came to $23, 400.00.  Sean haven’t made the transfer and will bring a resolution to the council to transfer the funds.  The crew did a good job in repairing the street.

City Administrator
City Administrator, Sean Negherbon, marijuana issue is constantly evolving, the other day Roseburg proposed an ordinance outlawing early sales of the dispensary means Oct. 1 they will sale recreational marijuana.  Sutherlin has banned but will also meet to pass a moratorium.  city of Winston adopted siting standards then a month later adopted an ordinance banning by federal code. One thing we need to do is the ordinance have to scale the ordinance back to 3% rather than the percentage in our ordinance.  we can also take other actions until citizens have the opportunity to vote in 2016.  Right now we don’t have interest in the town, the county is not allowing any in their area until 2016. (?)  we do need to repeal the ordinance setting the tax rate.  right now recommending to repeal the ordinance.  Allan why don’t we amend the ordinance.  Sean, staff will look into researching the correct procedure in the ordinance direction to take.

Harris, right now the banking industry is coming up with ….

Stevens, thought this home rule set it as what our taxes will be. now telling the state is now telling us we can’t.  Sean, can’t override any state law, prediction from LOC stating the cities will probably loose on the issue.  Allan years ago good dedicated people with the school district, other than that the state is so involved in rules, become a state of rules in Oregon.  





MAYOR AND COUNCILOR REPORTS
Committee Reports and Councilor Comments
Councilor Stevens most of the things, wondering how the festival did?  Gail worked pretty good with no dogs, companion dog issue, one person upset in the beginning but was appeased.  The only one with the snake coiled around her neck, little kids don’t necessarily like to have a snake on the grounds.  had fewer problems than last year and people are getting used to not bringing the pets into the grounds.  Stevens asked about the water restrictions.  Andy stated it is fine, it actually increased a tenth of an inch due to the recent rain.  its still low but it hasn’t dropped enough to cause an issue.  Stevens, questioned the holding of water in the reservoirs to help with fire protection.  appreciated the city staff.  

Mayor Brouillard passed around an email regarding region 5 meeting in Jacksonville.  good time to communitcate with other cities
