CALL TO ORDER:			Mayor Brouillard called the July 21, 2015 meeting to order at 5:31 PM. 
					
PUBLIC PRESENTATIONS
South Umpqua Disposal Company – John Whitmore
City Administrator Sean Negherbon submitted his staff report into record then turned the floor over to John Whitmore who was at the meeting representing South Umpqua Disposal Company.  Mr. Whitmore spoke to the Council on how the disposal company arrived at the formula for the rate increase and stated the letter for the rate change was sent out to all of their customers.  Mr. Whitmore then submitted the letter from South Umpqua Disposal Company into record.  Mr. Whitmore stated the issue of fees is bleak for the commercial users due to the fact that Douglas County has gone from being a free service to being the most expensive service in Oregon for tipping fees.  

Bicycle Rides Northwest – Ted Romas
Ted Romas, representing the Myrtle Creek/Tri City Area Chamber of Commerce, spoke to the Council regarding an upcoming event to be held on July 31, 2015, with Bicycle Rides Northwest.  A letter was submitted into record by Mr. Romas.  Mr. Romas asked for interest from the Councilors in introducing the town as the Mayor will be at the Mayor’s Conference and will be unable to do so.  Councilor Black volunteered to be the spokesperson for the Council in place of the Mayor for the Bicycle Rides Northwest event.

S U Memorial Pool – Josh Norton
Pool Manager, Josh Norton, gave an update to the Council regarding lifeguard procedures, swim lesson attendance and the many programs that are going on at the pool.  He invited the Councilors to come down to the pool for a personal tour of the facility and see the improvements that have been implemented.  Mayor Brouillard thanked Mr. Norton for his dedicated service and complemented him on the professional and organized manner in operating the pool this year.  Mr. Norton stated this is his 10th year of non-consecutive employment with the City spanning the time of being a lifeguard then promoting to pool manager.  He stated it is his desire to continue with the city however he is traveling to other countries and will keep in touch regarding future employment plans.  He further stated that open communication and public support has made the pool season a success.  

Planning Commissioner, Toni McDermott, submitted her letter to the Council thanking them for their support in appointing her to the Planning Commission.

CONSENT AGENDA – Part I
Motion was made by Councilor Black and seconded by Councilor Harris to approve the Council meeting minutes of July 7, 2015.  Discussion:  Councilor Stevens wanted clarification on the $5,000.00 donation by Williams Pipeline to be stated on page 3 of the council discussion regarding the Applegate Trail.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.  

CONSENT AGENDA – Part II
Motion was made by Councilor Black and seconded by Councilor Stevens to approve the Payroll and Claims Report for June, 2015.  Discussion:  Councilor Schmidt stated his business did receive a check for merchandise bought by the city.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.

CONSENT AGENDA – Part III
Motion was made by Councilor Schmidt and seconded by Councilor Black to approve Consent Agenda – Part III of the July 21, 2015 Council Packet.  Discussion:  Councilor Harris commented on the development of the Super Y property clarifying the parking requirements from 40 to 30 spaces.  Commissioner Stevens wanted clarification on the drainage system and landscaping requirements.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.

REGULAR AGENDA
Water Main Break on Pleasant Street
Staff report was submitted into record by City Administrator Sean Negherbon.  Mr. Negherbon stated bidding will be made in an expedited manner with the bids to be submitted by Friday, July 24, 2015.  Only two companies in Roseburg currently have paving machines; Knife River and Stratton Bros.,  A paving company in Grants Pass was contacted as a third bid however they declined to bid the project due to travel time and a full work schedule.  

RESOLUTIONS
Resolution No. RES-15-11; A Resolution Declaring a Public Improvement Emergency 

Motion was made by Councilor Stevens to accept Resolution No. RES-15-11; A Resolution Declaring a Public Improvement Emergency.  Second to the motion was made by Councilor Kusler.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.

Motion was made by Councilor Harris to authorize the City Administrator to directly appoint without competitive bidding a qualified general contractor to perform a contract for repair of Pleasant Street.  Second to the motion was made by Councilor Black.  Discussion:  Councilor Stevens confirmed the pipe is asbestos concrete.  Public Works Director, Andrew Albee, confirmed the pipe is asbestos concrete and stated there are hoops that have to be observed with proper disposal and a permit will be submitted allowing the City to take the construction debris to the county landfill for disposal.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.

CITY ADMINISTARTOR & OTHER DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Finance Officer
Finance Officer, Eadie Calkins, submitted her report into record as written.  Councilor Schmidt stated there are three pages of fines from the court and questioned if the amounts listed are what are actually received by the city.  Police Chief Brown explained the process of the fine collections system and how the State is given their cut first then the City.

Police Department
Police Chief Don Brown submitted his report into record as written.  He further stated his department will be taking care of the security for the Myrtle Creek Summer Festival.

Public Works Department
Public Works Director, Andrew Albee, submitted his report into record as written.  Mr. Albee mentioned he would like to see the Pleasant Street leak fixed as soon as possible however there are legal hoops that need to be followed.  He went on to say the public works department is gearing up for the Myrtle Creek Summer Festival event.  Mr. Albee also stated there is currently a small active leak on Riverside Drive and it will be repaired on Wednesday.  The City is still having issues with the intake at the water treatment plant and city staff is waiting for an okay from legal counsel to pump the line.  Councilor Kusler asked who is paying for the City Attorney’s bill?  City Administrator Negherbon stated the issue has gone passed the meeting stage and now the city will be notifying the Contractor’s bond holder that there is an issue with the construction project.  Councilor Kusler asked if the contractor will be paying for the legal fees.  City Administrator Negherbon stated once the issue is resolved then the courts would need to decide who is responsible for the attorney fees.  

City Administrator
City Administrator, Sean Negherbon, stated the Friends of the Pool did vote to buy the supplies submitted by Pool Manager, Josh Norton.  The Pool Carnival was held on June 19, 2015 and was pretty successful.  The IBEW Union negotiation is complete and the document will be ratified once housekeeping issues, such as typos are completed.  Councilor Harris asked about the process of buying fuel at the airport.  She stated her husband couldn’t find anyone to help him with the fueling process.  City Administrator Negherbon stated the dial up connection takes some time to connect and people have thought it wasn’t working.  A step by step process in buying fuel will be posted on the board to help with the problem.  Councilor Stevens asked for an update on the dog park.  Mr. Negherbon stated the dog park is almost finished.  Facilities Director, Dan VanCleave, has ordered a sign to put up and the park will be ready to open soon.

MAYOR AND COUNCILOR REPORTS
Committee Reports and Councilor Comments
[bookmark: _GoBack]Councilor Black stated Summer Festival will open this Thursday.  She stated the Lions Club will be hosting a lunch for the city workers, thanking them for their assistance with the event.  She is hoping any negative issues will be few and small this year.  The Lions Club will be advertising the festival as a no pet event again this year.  Mayor Brouillard expressed his appreciation for all that the Lions Club does for the community.  

Councilor Stevens asked about the city wide yard sale.  Councilor Harris replied there are quite a few people that have signed up to be put on the map.  There are several non-profit organizations participating in the yard sale as well.  Councilor Stevens also asked Police Chief Brown if there have been any issues with marijuana use.  Police Chief Brown stated they have finally received laws from the Oregon Legislator giving guidelines on how to regulate and enforce the use and sale of marijuana.  He further stated there will be zero tolerance for any individuals caught smoking marijuana in public during the summer festival event.  He stated there is no grace period given because it affects people surrounding them, especially young kids.  City Administrator Negherbon stated the county is seeking to ban dispensary sales of recreational marijuana use in all the county areas.  

Councilor Harris announced the Summer Festival Parade will be held at 10:00 a.m. Saturday and the flags will be put out by the VFW for the day.   

Mayor Brouillard stated he had been in contact with the city planner to look into naming the driveway into the airport after former mayor, Bob Cotterell.  He stated this should have gone through the City Administrator and apologized for not following the proper channels.  With that said, Mayor Brouillard went on to state the urban growth boundary surrounding Myrtle Creek has been used up considerably and the only area of any degree lies to the south of town.  He would like to see the city work with the county in obtaining more area under city control due to the varying degrees of planning regulations between the city and county.  Mayor Brouillard also stated he will be attending the Oregon Mayor’s Conference in Cottage Grove July 30, 2015 through August 1, 2015.  

Councilor Kusler asked who has the authority to accept a donation of land for the city.  He is concerned regarding the gas pipeline issue and the controversy the city may have under the circumstances of accepting property that was partially paid for by Williams, Inc.  City Administrator Negherbon stated the City is not purchasing the property, a group of private citizens are purchasing the property then they will turn it over to the city.  Councilor Kusler suggested the issue is divided and would like to see the Council discuss the land acquisition before the donation is made to the city.
