CALL TO ORDER:			Mayor Brouillard called the May 3, 2016 meeting to order at 5:30 PM   

CONSENT AGENDA
Motion was made by Councilor Harris and seconded by Councilor Schmidt to approve the City Council minutes of April 19, 2016 as presented in the council packet.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.  

REGULAR AGENDA
Request for Street Closure for South Douglas Rodeo Parade June 11, 2016
Letter from Jaimie McElmurry was submitted into record. 

Motion was made by Councilor Harris to authorize the closure of streets for the South Douglas Rodeo Parade on June 11, 2016.  Second to the motion was made by Councilor Black.  Discussion:  Councilor Stevens asked if the city was providing garbage cans and at what cost?  Councilor Black replied the garbage cans are loaned by the Lions Club for the Rodeo to use.  City Administrator Negherbon stated the city crew make arrangements to set out the Lions Club’s garbage cans at the bunker for the rodeo people to pick up however they do not actually pick up the garbage for the rodeo event.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously. 

Request by City Parks Department to purchase a Kubota Turf Mower
Staff report was submitted into record by City Administrator Sean Negherbon for Project Manager Dan Van Cleave.

Mr. Negherbon stated the mower is constantly breaking down and has been identified in the budget to be replaced.  Under the Oregon Purchasing Procurement program the State has already bargained a bid price with Kubota and all the prices are the same no matter which dealer is used.  The options listed would be to purchase the new mower and use the old one towards a trade-in, keep the old mower or sell the old mower outright.  Councilor Schmidt asked what would happen if the new mower breaks down and has to go to the dealer for repairs.  City Administrator Negherbon replied this has happened in the past and the parks department just borrows the mower from the sewer plant.  This is an industrial mower that has a diesel engine that will be used in all the city parks.  There is a flail mower that the crew uses for a back-up as well.

Motion was made by Councilor Black to approve Option No. 1 of the staff report; purchase a new mower from Kubota and use the old one as a trade-in.  Second to the motion was made by Councilor Harris.  Discussion:  Question was asked if a John Deere mower was considered.  City Administrator Negherbon replied the John Deere was more expensive and the State Procurement program was awarded to Kubota.  Vote:  Motion passed unanimously.

Non Agenda Item
Toni McDermott, Myrtle Creek, Oregon.  Ms. McDermott spoke to the Council regarding the successful bike safety rodeo recently held on April 23, 2016.  She asked the Council to recognize city personnel who created and ran the event.  Ms. McDermott then read her letter into record.  

Craig Matson, 505 Dole Rd., Myrtle Creek, Oregon.  Mayor Brouillard thanked Mr. Matson for the recent remodel work that he had done to his home making the entrance to Myrtle Creek more attractive.  Mr. Matson said he is a recent transplant from the Green Bay, Wisconsin area and he and his wife looked at properties up and down the I-5 corridor between Ashland and Eugene.  They liked the area in Myrtle Creek and were able to purchase the property they now reside at.  Mr. Matson said he is interested in economic development in the area as well as the Myrtle Creek Airport activities.  Mayor Brouillard encouraged Mr. Matson to become involved in local events as well as serving on available city committees or commissions.  

CITY ADMINISTRATOR & OTHER DEPARTMENT REPORTS
City Administrator Sean Negherbon spoke to the Council about the new kiosk installed at the I-5 Exit 108 turn out.  He said there is an intergovernmental agreement between the City and ODOT stating the City will clean up the trash and sweep the parking lot weekly in turn for the paved parking lot and maintenance.  Since the parking lot was paved it has been surprisingly easy to keep clean because people haven’t been leaving the garbage around as before.  We have the keys to the Kiosk and have put some posters in the kiosk advertising the city parks.  The posters will be rotated out during the different seasons in order to keep the information fresh.  

The Airport Support Group built a bike shelter using the lumber milled from pine trees that were cut from the airport property.  Mayor Brouillard stated they will be renaming the road into the Airport Cotterell Drive at the September fly-in.  

The Color Dash was a big success with over 300 entrants.  The Myrtle Creek Police and Fire Department along with the Tri City Fire Department all participated with first aid stations and traffic control.  

At the last meeting Councilor Schmidt brought up two questions regarding purchases made in Roseburg.  The first purchase was oil bought from Bi-Mart for the sewer plant generator because it was on sale for a good price.  The other issue regarding the purchase of a battery has been taken care of.  City Staff are fully aware that purchases need to be made in the 97457 zip code in order to accommodate local businesses.  Councilor Kusler and Daniel Green recently took a painter out to the city water plant to get a quote on painting a sign on the water plant building.  The bid was high enough that it discouraged further discussion on this issue.  Mr. Negherbon went on to say it would be a good idea to work with ODOT.  He suggested having a banner made that would be a temporary sign and could be removed if it becomes an issue with ODOT’s sign regulations.  

MAYOR AND COUNCILOR - Committee Reports and Councilor Comments
Councilor Stevens spoke about the need for a sound system in the Council Chamber so more people could hear.  Mr. Negherbon replied funds for a new system have been identified in the 2016-17 year budget.  Councilor Stevens also asked about an incident management plan and asked Mr. Negherbon to look into obtaining a plan for our area.  Councilor Stevens said he recently received a letter from Ted Romas speaking about re-lighting the sign marquee at the old Rio Theatre and would like to see this project gain momentum.  

Councilor Harris said she found an old burlap popcorn bag with the RIO Theatre logo on the bag at her house and gave it to City Hall.  She also said a city wide yard sale is being organized for June 25, 2016.  Spirit Day will be held on May 14, 2016 with sign up at 8:00 a.m. and a free BBQ at SOCO’s starting at 11:30 a.m. Herbert Lumber Company has donated the bark mulch for the event.  

Councilor Black said there are great people who live in our community.  She spoke about a young man living up the street from her that has decided he would come mow her lawn for her at no charge.  This has been a point of worry for her as it is hard for her to mow the lawn at her age.  She encouraged everyone to shop local as this man works for Valley Tire Company.  Councilor Black then spoke about the Cow Chip Bingo fund raiser the Lions Club is hosting for the Summer Festival Fireworks.  The event will be held on May 21, 2016 from 11:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. The high school students are helping to sell the tickets which will earn them $2000.00 to be put towards their end of year prom.  

Mayor Brouillard announced the Applegate Trail Dedication is set for May 26, 2016 at 2:00 p.m.  He also spoke about the grand opening for Dollar General that will be held on May 7, 2016 at 8:00 a.m.
